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Year 2009 Events
Slated To Celebrate
250th Anniversary of

Robert Burns Birth:

The year 2009 will mark the 250th anniver-
sary of the birth of Scotland’s beloved Robert
Burns.

Burns was born January 25, 1759, two miles
south of Ayr, in Alloway, South Ayrshire, Scotland.

To celebrate the birthday of The Bard,
Britain’s Chancellor of the Exchequer, Alistair
Darling has announced that a special 2-pound com-
memorative coin will be minted in 2009.

According to Frank Shaw, past president of
Atlanta’s Saint Andrew’s Society - a Burns devo-
tee and self-described “collector of everything
Burns” - “A greater tribute could not be given to
our Bard since the coin will be in circulation
throughout the country. It will be in every person’s
pocket or purse at one time or another as a reminder
of this talented poet and songwriter.”

In addition to the special coin, other tributes
to Burns are being planned for Scotland.

The National Trust for Scotland plans to open
a new Robert Burns Birthplace Museum at
Alloway, near Ayr. The museum will hold over
4,500 Burns artifacts, including the original manu-
script of Tam O’ Shanter.

ANTS spokesperson said: “Both the Trust and
the Scottish Government are determined that the
priority for the Burns Birthplace Museum is to of-
fer a lasting legacy for Scotland, enhancing the
timeless appeal of Robert Burns. Burns has made
a huge contribution to literature and almost single-
handedly saved the Scottish musical tradition in
the18th century.”

Frank also mentions that another plus for all
Burns lovers will be the special celebrations in
2009 honoring the Bard led by The Robert Burns
World Federation and its able leader Shirley Bell
who lives in Dumfries, Scotland, the last home of
Burns and where he died at the age of only 37.

You can also look for the hundreds of Burns
Clubs and Saint Andrew’s Societies around the
world to celebrate this very special anniversary of
his birth.

One Tone Over the Line, composed and writ-
ten by G. A. Taylor, is a very well assembled manu-
script full of great tunes.

This music collection contains many new
arrangements of traditional tunes as well as nu-
merous original compositions.

The traditional arrangements are very well
written and while they sometimes depart signifi-
cantly from the traditional sound, they quite good
and pleasurable to perform.

The most inspired compositions are to be
found in his original hornpipes and reels. These
tunes offer some great new melodies that are ev-
ery bit as exciting to listen to as they are to play!

In addition to containing nice melodies the
book also offers a range of difficulty from inter-
mediate to advanced tunes that will challenge many
pipers.

While the hornpipe collection is not the larg-
est percentage of the book, it is worth the purchase
for these tunes alone.

It is also great to note that this collection will
be attractive to both the competition and kitchen
piper alike.

There is a variety of settings from rounded
reels to pointed hornpipes which makes this book
a great source for both solo and band use.

There are also two other portions to this book
that make it unique. There is a brief section in the
introduction in which he provides some useful

notes for the reader to
be able to translate the
timing and rhythm into
terminology for the
classical/orchestral
musician which is ter-
minology that has long
eluded the piping com-
munity. This is very
helpful for anyone
who wishes to com-
bine these tunes with
the body of a full or-
chestra.

When combined
with the notes page,
Taylor’s harmonies are
well enough written
that leads one to won-
der if any full orches-
tral arrangements are
on the horizon?

Finally, over the
past several years I
have come to realize
that many pipers need to hear a tune in order for
the flow of the melody to make sense. Taylor pro-
vides an infinitely valuable service to these in-
dividuals by making mp3’s of his compositions

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You can help
preserve
Milwaukee’s
Burns Statue!

Buy a commemorative brick to save
Milwaukee’s Burns statue: Just a few blocks north
from Milwaukee’s downtown, within view of Lake
Michigan, stands one of only three unique statues
in the world of the immortal poet Robert Burns.
The statue stands proudly at the head of a county
park, the Burns Common. The beaufiful monument
is the site of an annual ritual where the Saint
Andrew’s Society lays a wreath to remember the
poet’s birthday.

One Hundred Year-Old Gift: The statue was
originally a gift to the city from the Saint Andrew’s
Society nearly 100 years ago. It was commissioned
from Edinburgh sculptor William Grant Stevenson,
who duplicated the bard’s statue in Kilmarnock,
Scotland. The statue stands 12 feet high and weighs
2,200 pounds. It stands on an 11-foot, 26-ton gran-
ite pedestal. It was dedicated on June 26, 1909,
before a crowd of 2,000 including the mayor, the
governor, U. S. Senators and other dignitaries such
as General Arthur MacArthur, father of General
Douglas MacArthur.

Over the years the statue has provided a focal
point for Milwaukee-area Scots. But years of stand-
ing in the less-than-friendly climate on

Milwaukee’s east side has taken a toll on the statue, and because it is the prop-
erty of the Milwaukee county park system, funds to maintain the statue are
nonexistent in today’s world of tight government budgets.

Let’s help save the bard: To maintain and preserve the Burns statue, the St Andrew’s Society of
Milwaukee reached an agreement with the county government to create a preservation project. To
accomplish this, the society is selling memorial bricks that will become a permanent apron around the
statue’s base. One hundred percent of the funds raised from the sale of the engraved bricks are dedi-
cated to the preservation and maintenance of the statue. Individuals, clans, businesses, societies and all
others are encouraged to purchase one of three sizes of bricks - a permanent tribute not just to the poet
but also to the donor. Continued on page 10

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Transient dies in Northwest Ilowa motel
and leaves a small fortune behind!

Police say a transient man who stayed at the Sheldon Motel in Sheldon, Iowa, left behind a
mystery - $263,000.

In the Middle Ages, Christians wore the scal-
lop shell to indicate that they had made a pilgrim-

The idea of crossing over a body of water to
the promised land - or crossing the Rover of Styx
to the afterlife, the final journey to the “other side”
is also part of the symbolism of the shell.

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Personal Journals, Diaries and

Old Letters In
Genealogical

Research

Prior to the 20th century, the ability to read
and write was not considered a top priority by
our ancestors. Paper was also a very scarce
and expensive commodity.

If you are fortunate enough to uncover a
surviving journal or diary, this could greatly
enhance your prospects for research success.

Journals, diaries, and old letters can serve
many purposes for the genealogist. They may
shed light on a number of genealogical research
issues including: 1. Family relationships 2.
Former places of residence 3. Places of visita-
tion 4. Major events in the life of an ancestor
or family 5. Reasons for migration from one
area to another 6. Religious affiliation 7. Edu-
cational and economic status of the writer 8.
Offer personal (the writer) observations which
may be useful in helping the researcher under-
stand the time period.

Journals, diaries, and old letters may be
the closest option available if older family mem-
bers are deceased. Writers may have jotted
down facts and personal feelings that would
have never been made public to the family or
anyone else.

When examining these types of materials
itis wise to have a genealogical dictionary handy.
The terminology used in wording will reflect the
meanings relevant to that time period.

Some professionals have also suggested
having a handwriting style book handy as well.
Reading penmanship from the 17th, 18th, and
19th centuries can be a challenge. When the
text refers to an individual or members of a
family, it is also wise to determine what the
relationship was between the writer and those
names in the source. This may help you deter-
mine the relevance and accuracy of the infor-
mation.

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Could You Be Related To . ..

James Turnbull?

Could you be related to James Turnbull, a
private soldier of the 3rd Regiment of Guards?

Before answering or delving too far per-
haps it would be wise to learn more about this
soldier Turnbull. He is not known for his he-
roic patriotism. His fame comes from a differ-
ent sort of heroic act.

James Turnbull robbed the National Mint
in the Tower of London the 25th of February
1799. A private soldier
of the 3rd Regiment of
Guards, he received or-
ders on the 20th of De-
cember 1798 to work in
the die in the coinage
of guineas. At 9:00 in
the morning, James
pretended to go with
the other men to break-
fast.

James, in fact, did
not stay at breakfast. He
returned from breakfast
after only a minute or
two with a fellow com-
rade named Dalton.
Dalton stood at the door while James put a
pistol to the head of an apprentice named Finch,
who had been left in care of the coining room.
A Mr. Chambers was also present.

James demanded the key to the chest
where the finished guineas were deposited. Mr.
Chambers attempted to interfere. With the pis-
tol now leveled at his forehead, he and Finch
were pushed down a passage leading to another
room into which they were forced and conse-
quently locked.

James then opened the chest and removed
four bags, containing two thousand three hun-
dred and eighty guineas and proceeded to es-
cape with them before any alarm could be
made. He managed to elude detection for a fort-
night, but was discovered on the 5th of Janu-
ary, at Dover, when he attempted to hire a boat
to carry him to France.

With the evidence against him, he ac-

knowledged himself to be guilty of the robbery
and when called to make his defense was imme-
diately found guilty by the jury. He was sentenced
to death and instantly replied, “I have now heard
my sentence, and I thank God for it.”

James Turnbull was tried and convicted
on the 25th of February, 1799. He was executed
on the 15th of May before Newgate. So, is
James in your family line? And if so, will you
admit it?

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Glimpses of Old-World Scotland Remembered

Col. Cliff H. MacLean Hansen, Ret.

I have received a number of inquiries. I shall
discuss this one because of its application to a wide
swath of name organizations.

“Do you know where the name Reeder was
common in the British Isles? Was there a differ-
ence between a Reeder and a Thatcher? What
books might be able to help me in my search?”

There is a rule which has a few
exceptions...persons being named from places, not
places from persons. This applies to rural pursuits
and occupations which predominate among us.
Hence the origination of
Tennant, Farmer, Grieve
and Fairgrieve, Carter,
Shepherd, Shearer, Har-
rower, Tasker, Thrasher
or Thrashie.

Bowman was the
man in charge of the
“Bow” or cattle; “Hus-
band” is he who culti-
vated the portion of soil
which derived from him
the name of
husbandland, a measure
known in Merse and
Lothian. Granger has his name from looking after
the grange - or homestead of a farm.

Many names stem from the chase and hunt-
ing. Hunter, Fischer, Falconer and Fowler are some
names which derive from these. The Falconers
called their domain “Halkerson (Hawker’s town),
and a family of reputation derived its surname from
the town of the Fowler - Fullerton. The park-keeper
became Parker and the officer in charge of the
warren, Warrener or Warrender, equivalent to the
Norman De Warrenne. The guardian of the forest
took many shapes of name...Forrester, Forster, Fos-
ter, Forrest and even Forret. More warlike occu-
pations give us Archers, Stalkers and Spearmans.

The name Grieve mentioned before may have
its origin in a higher office; perhaps the Shiregrieve

or Sheriff. Area wise, besides Elgin and again near
Forres, there are estates called Greeship Lands. We
can assume estates were attached to the Office of
Sheriff when there were sheriffs and courts at each
of these burgs.

We must accept the fact when researching a
family name, which stemmed from a common farm
occupation as mentioned. The family area loca-
tion will be difficult. The humble people of Scot-
land, unless arrested for murder, robbery, debt, etc.,
would rarely be mentioned in public records None-
theless, thousands of
names are listed in
public records. To
find a name means
hours of research
reading. With the
ever expanding capa-
bilities of our modern
computers, I believe
someday these
records will be sur-
veyed - all names
listed...and can be
found instantly by fu-
ture family research-
ers. Meanwhile, keep backtracking your ancestors
and with luck you will find a place name location.
With a positive location, family-wise, researchers
in Scotland will be able to fill some family tree
branches.

The General Register Office
for Scotland

The General Register Office is located in the
New Register House. The New House is at the
east end of Edinburgh’s Princess Street, directly
opposite the Balmoral Hotel, a few minutes walk
from the main Waverly railway station, the bus sta-
tion and the airport bus stop. There is NO space
for car parking or baggage storage. With advance

notice prior arrangements can be made for cus-
tomers with disabilities.

Be sure and call if you wish to visit New Reg-
ister House to be sure of the hours and if the facil-
ity will be open when you wish to visit.

Guidance for General
Research Customers in New
Register House

A general search is one for an unlimited num-
ber of entries in their records over any period of
years made by a members of the public. Access to
the records is NOT normally allowed to anyone
under 16 years of age. The number of places in
the search rooms is limited and space is not guar-
anteed to be available to you on a particular day if
you have not made a reservation. Advance book-
ings are taken for a proportion of the search places,
the remainder being filled on a first-come-first-
served basis. If you are traveling any distance to
Edinburgh, you are strongly advised, if possible,
to book a search place in advance.

By contacting the Search Room Supervisor,
you can make a booking or ask questions about
booking arrangements to include block bookings.
These bookings can be made in person by writing
or telephoning 031 314 4433. If you book a place
for a particular day it will be held for you until
10:00. If you do not appear by then, don’t call and
say you will arrive later in the day as they may let
someone else have your booked time. If you are
holding a weekly, four-weekly, quarterly or annual
pass and you are not going to be present at the
New Register House on a particular day or part of
the day, you should inform the Supervisor in the
appropriate search room by 10:00 that day, so
someone else can use your booked seat. There are
no charges for booking a place. You will, how-
ever, need to buy a valid pass allowing you admis-

sion to the records.

(Today, charges for a year’s pass are well over
1200 pounds. )

You will realize the economy of hiring a lo-
cal professional researcher.

Upon entering the building you must show
your valid pass to the staff at the reception desk.
If you are without a pass or your pass is out-of-
date, you will be asked to take a numbered ticket
and wait your turn to buy a valid pass at the public
county. In the morning, when the building opens,
the public counter is a hectic location.

To avoid queuing, you may, at any other time
when the public counter is staffed, pay in advance
for one of their limited number of bookable spaces.
Alternately, you may queue and take a chance that
a place might be available that day.

Don’t arrive at the New Register House with
items such as a suitcase or backpack. There is no
room for them. For security purposes and valu-
able records protection from fire or theft, visitors
are occasionally asked to submit to a search to
include any handbag, briefcase or similar items
which have been brought into the building.

You may pay for your pass and for any cer-
tificate you buy in cash, VISA or MasterCard, by
sterling check supported by a British check card
or by a sterling Traveler’s Cheque.
